Election Results 
	Dawn Yost presented updates for bylaws under Section 6.3Election and Terms were presented and will be voted on by the membership at the WVONL annual business meeting on Thursday, November 13, 2025. The change is:6.3.1.4. To promote broad statewide representation, the leadership of WVONL shall actively recruit and encourage candidates from districts not currently represented on the Board of Directors (see appendix). Candidates from any district may be nominated; however, no district shall remain without representation on the ballot for more than one full three-year election cycle. In identifying nominees, the Committee shall balance geography with demonstrated engagement and leadership within WVONL
6.3.1.5 No officer or director may serve more than ten (10) consecutive elected years in any one office or combination of offices.
Elaine Gerosski moved that the bylaws revisions be accepted. Mary Fanning seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
Dawn reported that the voting was extended, and the results of the election are Joey Hodges of District 6 and Bryan Woodford  of District 1were elected to the 2026-2029 WVONL Board term. 
Jennifer Nestor announced that D’Arcy Alt from District 4 will be a non-voting appointed board member for the 2026-year.
Dawn extended an invitation for WVONL members to join any of the committees that they may have an interest in working on during the year.
